The proceeds will be used to partially finance the acquisition of global wound-care and tissue-regeneration company
Kinetic Concepts by an affiliate of a consortium comprised of investment funds advised by Apax Partners and
controlled affiliates of Canada Pension Plan Investment Board and the Public Sector Pension Investment Board. The
transaction, which has a value of approximately $6.3 billion, (including outstanding debt) is reported to be among the
largest leveraged buyouts since before the global recession of 2008.
